5. Support sistering relationship, communication, financial accompaniment, and other activities of the
Grassroots Program and SHARE.

7. Coordinate with SHARE Grassroots Team and with other SHARE program areas. Accountable to
SHARE Grassroots Program Coordinator. Participate in general institutional activities.

8. Support the SHARE e-news bulletin and SHARE blog and facebook page by writing articles and stories
about SHARE's work, counterparts, projects, and the national reality of El Salvador.

9. Participating in VMM orientation training, regional gatherings and visits, fundraising, and faith-based
volunteer community.
